
AYP Status and Levels

What is the path for a school’s AYP status between this year and next year?

AYP Status: Warning

• Did not meet AYP targets for first time in the current year

• Warning means that the school fell short of the AYP targets 
but has another year to achieve them. 

• Schools are not subject to consequences. 

• Schools should examine, and where necessary modify, their
improvement strategies so they will meet targets next year.

AYP Status: Corrective Action 1

• Changes listed above are still in effect. 

• Schools are eligible for various levels of technical assistance 
and are subject to escalating consequences (e.g., changes in 
curriculum, leadership, professional development).
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AYP Status: School Improvement 1

• Did not meet AYP targets for 2 consecutive years 

• Students will be eligible for school choice 

• School officials will develop an improvement plan to turn 
around the school 

• The school will receive technical assistance to help it get 
back on the right track 

AYP Status: School Improvement 2

• Did not meet AYP targets for 3 years 

• In addition to changes listed above, the school or district will
need to offer supplemental education services such as tutoring. 

• The district will be responsible for paying for these 
additional services. 

AYP Status: Corrective Action 2

• Changes listed above are still in effect. 
• School is subject to governance changes such as reconstitution,

chartering, and privatization 

AYP Status: Made AYP

• Met all AYP targets for the current year

• On track to meet goal of all students proficient by the year 2014 
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AYP Status: Making Progress

• Passed AYP for the first year of 2-year 
probation period.

• Must pass AYP again next year to be 
considered back on track 

• If AYP is not met next year, school drops 
below its former AYP status
